with the community-oriented attitude of the Maysles
Institute. The Institute moved to Harlem three years ago
and includes the cinema, which opened in February, a
youth education program and Albert Maysles's film pro-
duction company.

James Baldwin: The Price of the
Ticket (1990), a documentary based on the magnificent
life of the writer and civil rights activist, was shown recently
before a small audience at Maysles Cinema in Harlem.
Documentary films can teach people “how to make a
better life,” says Albert Maysles, the acclaimed filmmaker

of receiving a letter from Baldwin just days after his death,
informing her of his inability to participate in the docu-
mentary due to his ailing health. The letter ended with
“for the time being,” and sparked Thorsen's venture into
piecing together Baldwin’s life posthumously, a journey

Barbara Ann Teer
National Black Theatre

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This summer, Harlem said goodbye and thank you to
Barbara Ann Teer, who passed away on July 21,2008, at
the age of 71. Teer was an acclaimed actress, empowered
writer, inspirational teacher and revolutionary institution—
builder. She dedicated four decades of her life to the
affirmation, growth and preservation of black culture.

Teer was born in East St. Louis, lllinois, on June 18, 1937.
Upon graduating from the University of lllinois with a
degree in dance, she moved to New York, where she
appeared in productions both on and off Broadway, and
earned a 1965 Drama Desk Award. Teer, however, sought
to be more than a player on the commercial stage.

IN 1968, fed up with the lack of positive and authentic
images of the black experience, Teer founded the Na-
tional Black Theatre (NBT) to serve as a venue for African
Americans to “further [their] racial identity” and “shape
their own black cultural art expression.”!

Located at 125th Street and Fifth Avenue, the NBT isa
site for black empowerment in Harlem. It hosts a range
of theatrical and musical performances, dance classes,
workshops, community events and lectures. Under the
direction of Teer, the NBT has also toured Haiti, Bermuda,
Trinidad, Guyana, South Africa and Nigeria.2

Teer's legacy is a testament to her love for her people
and community. She was a dynamic individual who will be
remembered as a fierce woman and a compassionate
community activist. &

The Studio Museum and its inaugural Artist-in-Residence
program were founded in 1968, a period in which political
activism became synonymous with artistic change and
innovation. The dynamism of this time left its imprint

on the world, forever disrupting a set of structures as-
sociated with racial supremacy as it paved way for the
continued dismantling and critique of other systems of
domination. It was a time in which artistic and political
movements, including Black Aesthetics and Black Power,
were fluid and interdisciplinary, wielding what activist bell
hooks have called a political tool for liberation: a love for

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blackness. Blackness, in all of its myriad manifestations,
was being simultaneously defined and unraveled, pre-
sented and denied, on an unprecedented scale world-
wide. Phrases such as “black is beautiful” became battle
cries, but more importantly, steps toward self-definition.
Four decades later, the Studio Museum is committed to
redefining, representing and revisualizing both blackness
and art. Like the Museum, the T-shirts have their originsin
a historical moment of reclamation, yet remain open

to ever-changing ways of understanding the role of aes-
thetics and identity.

“Blackis Beautiful” as a T-shirt concept for the Studio
Museum was first introduced by Thelma Golden, then
Deputy Director for Exhibitions and Programs. Since
the arrival of “Black is Beautiful” in the Museum Store
in 2002, its presentation has undergone many transfor-
mations, from Chinese characters during the Black
Belt exhibition to an afro pick set in felt with the word

“beautiful” underneath.
